The drying rack is the appropriate place to store parts after you have finished painting or staining them. It is not suitable for long-term storage of projects. Use the drying rack instead of leaving parts with wet paint anywhere else in the paint booth.

The drying rack has 3 shelves, each 2ft by 4ft. Space is limited, so try to avoid leaving anything large there for very long.

To use the drying rack, place your painted part on the rack until it dries. Consider using a piece of towel or paper under your part to prevent the part from sticking to the rack or dripping paint on other people’s parts. Once your part is dry, remove it from the rack.

[bookmark: _1pr5zqa3c6d3]Recommended clean-up
Promptly remove your parts when they are dry and discard any related paper or towels.

[bookmark: _k47llaj7pxi3]Basic troubleshooting
Try to avoid touching other people’s parts. 

Wait until the part is dry before moving it. Consult the paint manufacturer’s instructions for information on drying times. Note that humid or cold weather, or thick layers of paint, can increase drying times significantly.
